“The old firehouse’s early years gave
it a working-class sensibility, while its later years had Gossage entertaining people like
John Steinbeck, Marshall McLuhan and Stan Freberg, imbuing it with intellectual
curiosity.”

That hard working/high concept style will be applied to consumer insight, brand strategy,
media planning/buying, graphic design, digital strategy and traditional advertising.
